CEW is not a silent, meditative 
retreat, but rather, a shared Christian 
experience.  

The community-based weekend 
includes talks, discussion, prayer 
services, and Mass.  A team of lay 
people, deacons, priests and religious 
conduct the weekend. 

The overnight retreat weekend is held at    
Shepherd of the Hills Church/School, Eden, 
located at W1562 CR-B.  The CEW begins at 
7:00 p.m. on Friday evening and is continuous 
through approximately 5:00 p.m. Sunday 
evening. 

We have limited openings and early registration is 
strongly encouraged.  When the weekend is full, 
additional registrants are put on a waiting list and 
notified if there is a cancellation.   

The cost of the weekend is $50.00.  If the cost 
would be a financial burden for you, feel free to 
contact any one of the rectors listed below.
